Love Feast— You hear it announced every month dwtmuch do you know about the Love Feast?

The Love Feast, as observed by Methodists, is @mazkd form of a very ancient institution. In géwrly days of the
Christian Church, Christians assembled togethtalkoabout religious things and to meet one andth&ave friendship
and kindness. These meetings were not particulémgs of worship but rather times for the somgraction of the
Christian Family.. During the Love Feast refreshteavere served.

From this type of meeting a custom developed afiinglfeasts at certain times at which Christiarthegrad in love an
fellowship for spiritual stimulus.

So far as can be discerned this Love Feast wagimary of the last meat at which Christ gave hisidiss the ordi-
nance now observed as the Lord’s Supper.

The Methodist Church used the Love Feast as aof @aceparation for taking the Holy Communion aneréfore it is
in imitation of the last supper that the Feast alaserved. Water is used in place of the unferndgjniee of the vine
that is used in the actual Communion service. frkad is broken among each other as an act to digmltioat there is
peace and harmony among the people and they ahe teegeceive the Holy Communion.

In the early days of Methodism a ticket was issaieithe Love Feast which when presented, admitiedicket holder
to take communion.

tion of our lives in preparation for the service
of Holy Communion.

We exchange small pieces of bread with each
other (the bread is not eaten) to symbolize that
there is peace and harmony among us and that
we are ready to receive the Holy Communion.
